Workshop Description:  Every State and Territory has a Protection and Advocacy System for People with Disabilities (P&A). The P&A provides legal representation, investigates and monitors for abuse and neglect, and informs people with disabilities of their rights and the resources available to them. The purpose of this presentation is for participants to develop an understanding the resources available through Disability Rights NC (the North Carolina P&A), and how to use its resources to advocate for and enforce the rights of people with disabilities. Attendees will also receive information about the legal rights of individuals with disabilities and tips on how to be an effective advocate for themselves and others.  
 Presenter Information:    Holly Stiles is a Senior Attorney with Disability Rights North Carolina.  She is a native of Asheville. She has a degree in Ancient History from the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill, and then dabbled in being a New Yorker while completing her law degree at New York Law School. Since joining Disability Rights NC in 2009, Holly’s practice has focused on advocating for the right of people with disabilities to live, learn, work, and play in the community of their choice.
Kathy Smith is an advocate/investigator for the Investigations and Monitoring Team.  Kathy works in the western part of the state. She monitors at facilities where persons with disabilities live and receive services.  She also investigates allegations of abuse, neglect, and exploitation.  Kathy has a combined total of more than 33 years working for North Carolina's P&A. She worked for the Governor's Advocacy Council for Persons with Disabilities for 23 years prior to joining Disability Rights NC in July 2007.
